Story. How much Bible did they know? How much about Jesus? Did they know the gospel?

JESUS OFFERS SOMETHING INFINITELY r e f r e s h i n g .
John 4:1-30 (p. 738).

Jesus gives her immediate h o p e .

Jesus refreshes her by c h a l l e n g i n g  her!
exactly where she didn’t want to go, but that’s where the water is found!

VICTIM OR SINNER? NOT THE ISSUE, THE SAVIOR KNOWS AND DOESN’T REJECT!

She r e c e i v e d  it with joy!
left her jar and left her shame

THE WORLD WILL r u n  TO THIS WATER!
vv. 39-42

TRANSITION: I often read this passage from the perspective of the woman, "Give me this water!"… 
but we ALREADY HAVE the Living Water in us! • for many of us it’s locked up behind a dam.

WE UNLOCK IT IN US BY g i v i n g  IT TO o t h e r s .
IT BECOMES A “SPRING” IN HIM • the woman’s immediate response

vv. 31-38

the most fulfilling work in the world is to be part of helping another person find everlasting 
refreshment in Jesus!

Take Home: The Water Principle
When I refresh o t h e r s , I am r e f r e s h e d .

ILL: the Dead Sea (stagnant)

1. Seek out interactions with the d i s c o n n e c t e d .

2. Ask, listen, and offer words of hope and c h a l l e n g e .

3. Take my b l e s s i n g s  and use them to b l e s s  others.
